Directions to  Armory  Fields 
Take Interstate 81 to Exit 12 (Cortland/Homer/Ithaca).  Take the first exit choice to Homer/ US-11.  Follow the 
exit to the right and follow Route 11 Southbound.  Continue for 1.6 miles (you will go over bridge).  Park in the 

Dollar General/old P&C parking lot and walk to the field (which are behind the old P&C). 
 

 
 

Tournament Rules   
1) Registration & Captains meeting will be held @ the Fairgrounds at 9:30am.  
2) All sides are guaranteed two matches.  
3) First matches start @ 10:00 am with both men's & women's brackets playing at this time.  
4) Because daylight is at a minimum, teams must be on assigned fields & ready to kickoff the scheduled match 
within 5 min of start time. Lateness beyond this will result in forfeit.  
5) Halves shall be 16-min. with 3-min. halftime. Championship rounds 20-min halves.  
6)A tied match after regulation shall be determined by kick for points by each team.  
7) In case of tie in bracket, the side with the most 'Points For' advances to championship.
